SUBJECT: PUBLIC WORKS OCTOBER 2019-MONTH END REPORT

DATE: NOVEMBER 19, 2019

The streets crew got an early taste of winter in October. Staff responded to 3 snow events and
applied 75 tons of ice slicer on City roads. Several maintenance tasks were completed including
sweeping up 25 tons of debris for fall clean up, sign repairs throughout the City, asphalt shoulder
work on Quincy Avenue near City Park and replacing two pipes totaling 120’ to improve
drainage at #8 Random Road. Staff also attended Emergency Operations training and Snow
Operations training.

Parks staff spent several days on bridle trail restoration and seeding. Pruning work and clearing
continued along bridle path trails. The crew spent significant time performing tree maintenance
including pruning and branch removal in parks and entry features. The crew spent several days
mowing in early October and ended the month with snow and ice removal. Other maintenance
projects were performed including trail sweeping, flower bed maintenance, weed spraying, trash
pick-up, stump grinding, shop work and fence repair.

The City issued 9 right-of-way permits in October bringing the total number to 99 for 2019.
