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Minutes of the
Citizen's City Center Committee
City of Cherry Hills Village, Colorado
Held on Thursday, February 15, 2007 at 4:00 p.m.
at the Village Center

The meeting was called to order at 4:05 p.m.
ROLL CALL

Committee member William Lorton Cook, as was Councilmember Russell Stewart,
present on silent roll call. Also present was Interim City Manager Eric Ensey, Bob and
Jane Nettleton, Fred and Alice Abrams, Buck and Marie Frederickson and James Turre.

Committee member Alex Brown arrived at 4:22 p.m.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Mr. Russell Stewart moved, seconded by Mr. William Cook, to approve the minutes
from the January 24, 2007 meeting. The motion passed unanimously.

DISCUSSION

Committee member William Cook began by reading a memorandum written by
Committee member David Cooper. The memo addressed two specific issues: the first
issue was on the present floodplain and the second issue was on relocating Meade
Lane and the Public Works Department. The memo said during a 100 year flood event,
while unlikely, would result in the complete flooding of the Police Department, the Public
Works Department and most of the parking areas. Mr. Cooper stated in the memo if
this scenario were to happen the cost to repair the damage would most likely exceed
the current budgeted amount to modify the floodplain. Mr. Cooper referred to a drawing
labeled “Cul de Sac/Utilities” in his memo and explained it proposed the existing utilities
under Meade Lane and a 50-foot easement remain. He wrote if the Public Works
Department were to relocate and the street was eliminated, the net gain of useable land
would be over two acres with a total buildable site of 5 acres for a net gain of 40%. He
suggested it may be enough land to pursue other uses, such as retail space that could
help offset development costs and add tax revenue.

Mrs. Marie Frederickson, 80 Meade Lane, questioned the parking for the school.

Mr. Cook believes the parking for the school would remain across the street from the
Village Center.

Mr. Cook read a letter written to the Committee members by Andy Love who resides at
1 Tamarac Lane in Cherry Hills Village. In his letter, Mr. Love wrote he would like to
see some retail space in the new city center. He believes the revenue generated from
selling the land and the collected sales tax would go a long way toward building a new
city center.

Mrs. Jane Nettleton, 2480 Quincy Avenue, doesn't believe the residents of Cherry Hills
Village would approve retail space at the Village Center.

The Committee members discussed the possibility of having retail space at the Village
Center. They also reviewed Committee member Richard Diecidue’s Public Works and
facility survey that was distributed at the meeting.
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Mr. Ensey reported he spoke to the City Managers at Englewood, Littleton, Greenwood
Village and Sheridan and found out how their current public works facilities work, where
they were and if there was any interest in sharing space with Cherry Hills Village. He
stated Greenwood Village was the only city that showed any interest, but they had some
concern with regards to the location of a shared public works facility. Englewood and
Littleton stated they were full with their own equipment and Sheridan said they were too
small and just owned a small parcel they currently use and do not see a need to
expand.

Committee member Alex Brown discussed his report on program options. He provided
a document which showed six project configurations that can be considered as viable
options for the new Village Center. The document included keeping the Public Works
department at the Village Center, moving the department to a location outside of Cherry
Hills Village, remodeling the existing Village Center, adding one new building for the
Municipal Center and the Police Department and adding two new buildings (one for the
Municipal Center and one for the Police Department).

Mr. Buck Frederickson asked if the City would receive any compensation from the fire
district if they move locations.

The Committee members concurred that compensation would be necessary, as the fire
district is seeking more land that they currently own.

Mr. Fred Abrams, 105 Meade Lane, asked if the Teitelbaum residence was out of the
floodplain.

The Committee members answered yes.

Mr. Cook went over his report on the square footage analysis of the Village Center. He
stated the existing total square footage of the Village Center complex is 10,721. He
gave a brief review of the different proposals and their estimated square footage for
both the Village Center and the Public Works Department. Mr. Cook stated the last
expansion and remodel of the Village Center was 25 years ago and the existing building
is crammed and inefficient. He believes the Police Department does require the 5,194
square feet the new program allows for.

Mrs. Alice Abrams asked how many employees each department has and how that has
changed over time. She also inquired if the City would consider hiring different
architects to look at the project and if so she would like to recommend a firm.

Mr. Ensey explained the structure of the departments, the number of employees and the
shared space each department currently has.

Judge James Turre, 1375 East Tufts Avenue, gave an overview of the City’s history
which included department employee numbers. He provided a letter he had written to
the City in 2005; in which he stated the present courtroom/council chambers do not
provide adequate space for all court proceedings. He expressed concern over the lack
of security of the courtroom and for the employees.

The Committee members discussed different security options.

Mrs. Abrams suggested the Committee consider looking at a “green” building. She
thought the residents would be more open to an energy efficient building.
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Mr. Brown requested assistance on looking at the benefits of having a single building
versus multiple buildings; as well as ideas for location and layout options for the Public
Works Department.

Councilmember Russell Stewart thought the best idea would be to look at staging
different projects instead of doing everything at one time.

Mr. Cook suggested the next meeting should be held the week of March 19,

Mr. Ensey stated he would send out an e-mail to see what day works best for the
Committee member’s schedules.

ADJOURNMENT
