Mayor Mike Wozniak called the meeting to order at 632pm

ROLL CALL

Councilmembers Bonnie Blum Harriet LaMair Scott Roswell Russell Stewart and
Klasina VanderWerf were present on silent roll call Also present were City Manager
Eric Ensey City Attorney Thad Renaud Finance Director Karen Proctor Police Chief
John Patterson Public Works Director Jay Goldie Parks Open Space Recreation
Administrator Paul Burkholder and City Clerk Melissa Formby

AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION PERIOD

Patricia Boulding 1415 E Tufts Ave Cherry Hills Village CO
Ms Boulding discussed the case she and a group have been working on in order to
preserve the St Clair property for open space This group has been working diligently
to find a way to preserve the entire parcel of the three acre property Ms Boulding
expressed the importance of existing open spaces to the Cherry HiIIs Village
community She suggested to the Council that they participate with the Citizens group
that is trying to put together an LLC to get this property off the market and to figure out
what the disposition is in terms of open space Ms Boulding stated she and the rest of
her group will come back before the Council to ask for their participation financially in
this open space project

Councilmember LaMair thanked Ms Boulding for the work on this report She inquired
as to whether there has been any financial assistance from any family of the St Clairs

Patricia Boulding stated there has been no financial assistance from the family

Mayor Wozniak requested the Council be able to see a draft of their next report prior to

coming before Council again

Debbie Welles 4950 Sanford Circle West Cherry Hills Village CO
Ms Welles thanked the Council and Public Works Director Jay Goldie for the
wonderful job on the Dahlia Street Calming Project Although she is very pleased with
the results she mentioned that the bicyclists in the area have felt very vulnerable due to

the space restrictions since the completion of the project Ms Welles suggested the

City Took at three items for the safety of those using the area First she stated there
should be an addition of a painted crosswalk where South Hudson way meets Dahlia

Second the cement could be sloped to sidewalk level at the end of the crosswalk on

Dahlia and Oxford to assist bicyclists strollers etc Third the shorter signs that are

placed on Holly near Greenwood Elementary should be placed on both sides of the
street for the safety of pedestrians Ms Welles also asked when the next Master Plan

Meeting would be held

City Manager Eric Ensey stated a Special Meeting will be held on October 17 2007 to
discuss ideas issues and future dates of public meetings Mr Ensey then informed Ms

Welles the next Master Plan Public Meeting will be held November 7 2007
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PRESENTATIONS

David Cooper and Richard Diecidue presented the Citizens City Center report

Mr Cooper thanked Alex Brown Bill Cook Scott Roswell and Russell Stewart for their
work on this report

The summary below is a synopsis of the primary conclusions and findings emanating
from the Committees deliberations These conclusions include

The current Village Centerfacilities are inadequate for todaysneeds due to a

variety of factors

Village services have increased and therefore employment has grown
from 25 in 1980 when the most recent expansion to the Village Center

happened to 40 in 2007 Employee growth has occurred in police public
works and general administration

The addition of Parks and Recreation approved by Village residents has
also increased employment by adding a new function

Public Works equipment has increased as services have been improved
requiring more storage space

2 The South Metro Fire Department is in need of a new facility for similar reasons

Accommodating this facility at the Village Center location preserves the current
service standard for the community Relocation to another location has been

explored by the District with no feasible option identified

3 The size of the proposed new facilities is not excessive in relation to current

needs it provides modest sized office and meeting space and addresses
increased public participation at council meetings There will be minimal if any
space available for future staff growth Building design that would allow future

expansion via an addition is appropriate
4Locating some or all of Public Works facilities outside the Village limits will not

place them farther away than distances managed by other municipalities It is
common to find public works facilities between 5 and 10 miles from the

neighborhoods served by these departments
5 Remodeling the existing Village Center is an expensive option and does not

avoid the need for additional space We have concluded this approach is very
likely as expensive as new construction and may complicate phasing of facility
development and personnel relocation

6 Minimizing flood plain remediation and utility relocation offer opportunities to
avoid costs associated with a new facilities plan Accordingly keeping utilities in

place as currently constructed within a utility easement makes sense This
corridor could also serve as the primary access route to the Village Center

7 The new facilities should be developed to a 40 year useful life standard

8 Incorporating green and sustainable building standards into the new facility is an

appropriate goal
9 The City should create a culdesac on Meade Lane between the northern edge

of Meade park and the current location of the fire station
10 The City will need to revisit the land exchange and the attendant economics with

the Fire District due to the probable reconfiguration of site development

Mayor Wozniak requested Council voice their questions and comments now and then a

public hearing will follow at a later date

Councilmernber Blum thanked the presenters for their hard work She commented that

the report came together very well
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Councilmember LaMair asked what the current percentage of Public Works employees
is

Director of Public Works Jay Goldie stated there are 10 full time employees and 6
seasonal positions

Mayor Wozniak asked if the new proposed Public Works building would be too large for
the current number of employees if Public Works was located off site

Mr Goldie stated the proposed building would not be too large

Councilmember Blum asked if Public Works employees would be housed in the new

administration building orthe new Public Works building

Mr Cooper stated it is hard todetermine who would be located where until the specifics
are discussed He mentioned they will have to provide space for Public Works

equipment and staff Mr Cooper did state that the original number if the Public Works

department were located off site included Public Works staff and equipment on this
site He mentioned there should be some savings with the new building

Citizens City Center Committee Representative Alex Brown stated the employee
headcount is one thing they have looked at He mentioned that the Public Works

department provides more support to citizens than any other department in the City

Councilmember LaMair stated the new Public Works facility being located off site was a

very good recommendation She also asked about the available land that the Council
had purchased previously She inquired as to whether it would be sold or still used for

staging

Mr Diecidue added that one of their discussions while compiling the report was to stay
within the recommendations made by the Blue Ribbon Panel He mentioned the
economics are pretty challenging but they envisioned and recognized the available land

they currently have

Mr Cooper stated they would not be losing any land

Councilmember LaMair commended the committee on the report stating there was a lot
of good thinking put into the presentation

Councilmember VanderWerf stated she appreciated the decision to work with residents
on the project

Mayor Wozniak asked if the current building would be used while the new building is

being built

Mr Cooper stated their hope is to keep staff in the current building during construction
He stated the costs are very high when it comes to using temporary trailers or renting
property

Mayor Wozniak stated there was a plan at one time that would have the new building
being built right in front of the current building He commented that logistically it is
difficult to build so close to a building people are using every day He asked if this was

feasible

Mr Diecidue stated they could start the process by building across the street
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Mr Cooper stated there would not be much of an impact if the new building was being
built closely to the current building

Mayor Wozniak asked if the committee took the Meade Lane property into account

Mr Cooper confirmed that the Meade Lane property was taken into account

Mayor Wozniak asked about the details of the recommended culdesac He asked if
there would be through traffic for those who live in that area

Mr Cooper said that a street would not necessarily have to go all the way through He
stated that the committee has spoken to the neighbors on Meade Lane and they liked
the idea of the reduction oftraffic from a culdesac

Mayor Wozniak asked if the committee discussed where the Public Works department
might elsewhere be located within the City He inquired as to whether there is space
available

MrDiecidue stated they did a lot of due diligence on that front Their conclusion was

that there are a number of potential sites that would work well most of which are

somewhere in the one million to two million dollar range He clarified that the site would
be approximately one to two acres

Mayor Wozniak asked if they looked into leasing property

Mr Diecidue affirmed that leasing is an option

Mr Brown stated that though they are suggesting a relocation of the Public Works

department to an offsite location there is a need for a minor staging facility at the

Village Center so that equipment can be placed in a covered building He confirmed
that a smaller facility would be useful onsite but the storage yard could be utilized off
site

Councilmember Stewart stated there is not a sense of immediacy or urgency for a new

Village Center He declared the Council has time to decide when the moveismade
He also stated that the committee discussed sharing space with neighboring
communities but that was not the best way to go

Councilmember Roswell asked Mr Cooper to discuss combining Fire and Police

Mr Cooper stated there are municipalities that house both Fire and Police departments
together He said it could be a very advantageous idea He clarified that the current
Fire Station was originally designed as a volunteer building with no overnight
accommodations or facilities for women He mentioned that the Fire station has looked
for other property but the current location is the best option for them

Councilmember Blum asked Chief of Police John Patterson for his thoughts on the Fire
and Police departments sharing space

Chief of Police John Patterson stated that the idea of sharing space can work and he
has seen it done

Mayor Wozniak stated there will be further discussions regarding the new Village
Center He requested the committee members attend the public hearing to be able to
answer citizens questions
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Couricilmernber LaMair stated there was nothing in the report regarding timing She
stated the building has outgrown itself She inquired as to how long they could wait

before approving the new Village Center

Mr Diecidue stated there were no immediate building needs

Mr Cooper stated the reality is that a one to two year wait is one thing but any longer of
a time frame is going to be too long He informed the Council that the project would
take anywhere from three to four years for design construction and actual move in

Mayor Wozniak stated the original process began eight years ago He said there were

issues then with the cost He also claimed there was a lot of architectural work done at
that time and they dontwant to lose what was already done He asked if the prior
architectural work could be taken advantage of at this time

Mr Cooper acknowledged that much of the early design thinking and programming
could be utilized but the actual design could not

Councilmember Bium stated it doesntseem like much has changed over the last four or

five years regarding the former designthinking

Mr Cooper said that it hadntchange too much in that time

Councilmember Blum clarified it would take two to three years to construct the building
once the architects are on board

Mr Cooper confirmed that it would take 1214months to design the building and 1214
months to construct the building

City Manager Eric Ensey presented CB 1007 A bill for an ordinance amending
Chapter 18 of the Municipal Code concerning Building Regulations by amending
Section 181070 concerning enforcement of the provisions of Chapter 18 that regulate
construction practices on second and final reading

Mr Ensey reported that Council Bill 10 series 2007 is being presented to the Council
on second and final reading The Council reviewed the proposed bill on first reading at
the September 18t meeting

The proposed Bill clarifies the process for the issuance of a stop work order on a

construction site The new process requires a written plan be submitted to the City
Manager upon the issuance of a stop work order that provides a detailed statement
about the means of correcting the violation and the methods that will be taken to avoid
future violations

Additionally the bill modifies the mandatory minimums for ticketed offenses with the first
offenses at 250 second offenses at 500 and third and subsequent offenses at

1000

Councilmember VanderWerf stated that a number of people have discussed the fines
with her She asked ifa local municipality has the ability to raise the fine amounts

City Attorney Thad Renaud stated his belief is that as a home rule municipality they
could raise those amounts He stated that there is no case law in Colorado he can

quote regarding the raising of fine amounts

Councilmember Vanderwerf recommended that those enforcing the fines should keep in
mind that if there are continuing noncompliance issues the ordinance should be
reviewed again

Mayor Wozniak stated they were working on getting the stop work order codified He
said that this ordinance is a good step

Councilmember LaMair moved seconded by Councilmember Roswell to approve CB

1007 A bill for an ordinance amending Chapter 18 of the Municipal Code concerning
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Building Regulations by amending Section 181070 concerning enforcement of the

City Attorney Thad Renaud presented CB 1207 A bill for an ordinance amending
Chapter 10 of the Municipal Code concerning general offenses by amending Sections

10410 concerning Criminal Mischief 10450 concerning Theft 10460 concerning
Theft of Rental Property 10470 concerning Theft by Receiving 10480 concerning
Concealment of Goods and 105110 concerning Fraud by Check to increase the

jurisdictional amounts in each on second and final reading

Mr Renaud reported that during the 2007 legislative session the general assembly
adopted Senate Bill 07260 for the purpose of increasing the jurisdictional dollar amount
for theft and theft related crimes that are set forth in state statutes As part of that Bill
the general assembly increased the jurisdictional dollar amount for theft that a

municipality could prohibit by way of local ordinance Accordingly the attached Council
Bill increased the jurisdictional dollar amount for the crime of theft that is contained in
the Citys Code from 500 to1000 In addition and based upon the Citys home rule

authority staff believes that it is reasonable and appropriate to similarly increase the

jurisdictional dollar amount for theftrelated crimes that are contained in the CitysCode
Those crimes include criminal mischief theft of rental property theft by receiving
concealment of goods and fraud by check This ordinance increases the jurisdictional
dollar amounts for each of those crimes from 500 to1000

The primary impact of the Code changes presented in CB 1207will be to allow a

greater number of theft and theftrelated crimes to be tried in the Citys Municipal Court
as opposed to County Court

No discussion was held by Council

Resolution 0807 A resolution to facilitate more efficient expanded and reliable
wireless communications from to and within the City first reading

City Manager Eric Ensey presented Resolution 0807 A resolution to facilitate more

efficient expanded and reliable wireless communications from to and within the City

Mr Ensey stated the proposed resolution is intended to direct the City Manager to

encourage certain uses in the community to incorporate wireless communication
facilities into their sites

The resolution also directs staff to provide a copy to the Council of the ordinance

passed earlier this year concerning wireless communication facilities

Finally the resolution directs the City Manager to report back to the Council concerning
its efforts at the January 2008 meeting

Councilmember LaMair recommended that staff be proactive and follow through with

any discussion needed to save time and extra effort on the Councils part

Mayor Wozniak said that when this issue was previously discussed the interest of the

community was not largely supported He mentioned that citizens complained about

poor service throughout the Village He asked if the Council should be broader in the

language by saying that churches clubs and appropriate institutions should be
encouraged to participate He recommended the verbiage possibly be changed

Councilmember Roswell said they are going to have to request that citizens come

forward if they want better service

Mayor Wozniak added that people may now be more interested in getting better service
in their homes

Councilmember LaMair declared it is critical for the Council to take an active roll in

deciding an acceptable spot for cell towers She also said the Council should be more

proactive so they can avoid discouragement

Councilmember Blum asked how tall the cellular towers are

Mr Goldie stated the cellular towers are 17 feet tall

Mayor Wozniak asked Mr Ensey to broaden the verbiage of the resolution by inserting
the words property owners and removing the word office
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Councilmember LaMair moved seconded by Councilmember Vanderwerf to approve
R 0807 subject to the insertion of the word property owners and subject to the

removal of the word office A resolution to facilitate more efficient expanded and
reliable wireless communications from to and within the City on first reading

MayorsReport

Mayor Wozniak stated the City Attorney Request for Proposals have been received He
informed the Council that he and Councilmember Stewart will narrow the proposals
down to three or four and then come back to Council with recommendations and further

discussion

He expressed his sorrow for the death of the City of Englewood Mayor Olga Wolosyn
He mentioned that Council will do something in memory of Mayor Wolosyn and he will
let the Council know what he decides

Members of City Council

Councilmember Roswell commended the Citizens City Center Committee He affirmed

they spent a great deal of time on the project He also said the staff as well as the
South Metro Fire Department did a great job

Councilmember LaMair stated the Parks Trails and Recreation committee has had
some discussions regarding focusing more on general policy statements She informed
Council the statement of general policies will be forthcoming She also commended Mr
Goldie and his staff for their work on the Dahlia Street calming project

Councilmember Blum stated she was not able to make the meeting with the City of
Greenwood Village to discuss coyote issues Asked Mr Ensey to share with her the
details of the discussions

Councilmember Stewart had no report

Councilmember VanderWerf had no report

Members ofCity Boards and Commissions

There were no reports

City Manager Staff

Mr Ensey informed the Council that an issue arose when staff was processing
recreation reimbursement requests that staff would like direction from the Council on

The Citys recreation reimbursement policy states Residents of CHV who participate in

any recreation program activity class or event offered by a municipal or special district

recreation department will be eligible for a partial reimbursement of certain costs from
the City of CHV
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A resident submitted a reimbursement request fora 501c3nonprofit soccer league
As the policy is currentlywritten because the soccer league is not a recreation program
offered by a municipality or special district recreation department the program does

not qualify for reimbursement

Greenwood Villagesrecreation reimbursement policy allows for this type of

reimbursement with a 501c3organization for youthonly programs Staff is

requesting direction from the Council with regard to whether there is interest from the
Council to amend the Cityspolicy to include nonprofit youthonly programs for
recreation reimbursement

Councilmember LaMair asked if the YMCA is considered nonprofit

Mr Ensey confirmed that the YMCA is anonprofit agency

Councilmember Blum stated a lot of younger players are playing in nonprofit leagues

Councilmember LaMair stated the verbiage should include nonprofit organizations

Councilmember Stewart inquired as to the budget for the Recreation Reimbursement
Program

Finance Director Karen Proctor stated the program was budgeted at 125000 for
2007 but staff is projecting it could be170000

Councilmember Stewart said the number of people that would use this program would
increase He recommended there should be allowances for nonprofit organizations

Mayor Wozniak recommended the verbiage should be amended to list nonprofit
leagues

Councilmember Blum added they looked at and took most of the ideas from
Greenwood Village

Eric stated he would work oh a revision and bring it back before Council

Mr Ensey regarding the coyote issue informed the Council that the group discussed
an extermination program of problem coyotes He stated the amount of service would
be based on the Citysparticipation He added they anticipate one staff member would
be necessary to run the program and that position would cost approximately 95000 to
be split between a number of municipalities He mentioned there would be another

meeting to gauge the reaction of various councils He asked the Council if there is any
interest in this program

Councilmember Roswell asked what hand the State would have in this program
Mayor Wozniak stated the Department of Wildlife DOW is heading this program He
added that the City has not previously been interested in the cost of assisting with this

program He declared the DOW is the best agency to deaf with the coyote issue as

they are very active in the globalization of wildlife

Councilmember Blum asked how they would decide how many and which coyotes
would be exterminated

Mr Ensey said the group would be discussing those types of questions and issues
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Mayor Wozniak stated he doesntknow if this is the right solution

Councilmember Blum asked what the 95000 covers

Mr Ensey clarified that the cost is to cover a staff person to take care of the coyotes
and the cost is for one year

Councilmember LaMair said she is not in support of this program

Councilmember Vanderwerf also stated she is not interested

Mayor Wozniak stated the Council is not interested in the program at this time

Councilmember Blum requested she be kept apprised of how the program works out
