The Streets crew worked on the following projects at the new Public Works Facility located at
2101 West Quincy:
e Hauled various loads of metal to recycling center
Chain-link fence removed and recycled
Relocated large shed
Removed large “Arapahoe Auto Salvage” sign
Removed vegetation along fence
Concrete demo and removal
Placed 170 tons of recycled asphalt road base to make a temporary road

In addition, the crew responded to snow removal on February 2™, 23" and 24™. Crews
completed street sweeping, quarterly gravel road maintenance on Lynn Road, Parkway, Cherry
Lane, Fairfax and Ogden, completed the Manor Drive cul-de-sac tree removal and road rebuild,
completed saw-cutting on Meade Lane in preparation for the 2017 capital improvement project
and completed asphalt patch back on Meade Lane. Staff also began working on the
reaccreditation process for Public Works.

Parks staff spent multiple hours working at the new Public Works facility at 2101 West Quincy
Avenue. Staff prepped buildings for move in, did vegetation removal, concrete removal and
started transferring equipment to the new site. In addition, Parks staff performed a variety of
maintenance tasks including, trash pick-up, sweeping (paved trails) and tree trimming within the
City’s park system.

The City issued 8 right-of-way permits in February for a total of 22 permits in 2017.

DISSCUSSION:

The 2016 financial audit has taken place, but the reports have not yet been completed; therefore
staff has not closed out 2016 and is unable to prepare all the financial statements Council
normally receives monthly. However, staff does want to give Council a brief financial report for
February 2017. All funds revenue and expenditures reports as of February 28, 2017 are attached.

In February, General Fund revenues exceeded expenditures by $388,017. The Capital Fund
expenditures exceed revenues by $42,519. Staff will continue to do a monthly break out of
actual revenue and expenditures plus forecasted revenue and expenditures to the end of the year
and will keep Council informed monthly on the projections compared to budget.

The 2016 Audited Financial Statements will be presented to Council in April.
