CALL TO ORDER
Ms. Polumbus called the meeting to order at 8:34 a.m.

AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION
There was no audience participation.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Ms. Gay Warren moved to approve the June 25, 2012 minutes as amended. Ms. Teresa
Harbaugh seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS
Ms. Polumbus thanked Karen Proctor for setting up a City PayPal account to make it
easier for people to make contributions to the Art Commission.

Review CAFE Call for Entry Program
Ms. Broyles presented the photographs that artists have submitted to the CAFE website.
The deadline for Call for Entry was extended through August 31, 2012.

Overview of Summer Event

Ms. Polumbus reported that the summer event was successful and opened several
avenues for the Art Commission. Thank you notes with the Art Commission’s logo have
been ordered. The Villager wrote a nice article about the event including photos. The
Commission thanked Gay Warren for hosting the event.

NEW BUSINESS

Cherry Hills Land Preserve Barn Tour

Ms. Polumbus reported that the Cherry Hills Land Preserve will host another Barn Tour
event this year on September 15th and 16th. There is a social event on September 15th
starting at 5:30 p.m. at the Rady Barn and the Barn Tour is scheduled for Sunday
September 16th from 11:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m.
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a. Art Program Opportunity

The Cherry Hills Land Preserve held an art show at the social last year and they have
invited the Art Commission to run the art show this year. The event will include a silent
auction and 70% of the proceeds from the auction will go to the artist and 30% of the
proceeds will go to the Art Commission. Ms. Polumbus will provide more details when
she meets with the Cherry Hills Land Preserve.

Ms. Harbaugh mentioned that several of the pieces at the silent action last year were in a
high price range and suggested that the Art Commission pursue some smaller items at a
lower cost.

The Commission discussed potential artists to participate in the program and agreed to
contact the artists who participated in the program last year. They discussed how many
pieces to have in the silent auction and agreed on a maximum of 20 pieces. Each artist
can participate with one art piece. The Commission also discussed putting a maximum
reserve requirement of $1,000.00. Each artist will be asked to provide a small bio to put
next to the piece.

Ms. Harbaugh recommended researching the amount of space that will be available to
display the art. The art will be displayed on tables or easels. She suggested designing a
flyer with information on the Art Commission that could be distributed at the event and
also placed in the next Crier addition.

Mr. Smooke shared that in his experience, higher priced art items usually sell better in
live auctions and agreed with keeping reasonable priced items at the silent auction.

The Commission will look into the best option for handling the purchase of art at the
event and inquire how they handled payments last year.

Ms. Harbaugh noted that they also had temporary walls at the event last year with pieces
of art displayed on them. The pieces were for sale at a flat rate and not part of the silent
auction. She said there were also baskets of greeting cards.

Ms. Harbaugh agreed to work on a template for the Art Commission flyer and she will
email a draft to the Commission for their approval.

Discuss visit to Martin Greer Studios

Ms. Polumbus reported that Martin Greer wants to spread the word about the Art
Commission with artists and he would like to have something to give to the artists. Ms.
Polumbus said she drafted a paper outlining the benefits to the artist that included; a
prestigious place to display art, publicity offered through the Village and local news
media, insurance for the art piece covered by the City of Cherry Hills Village, exposure
to an audience that is interested in art and the potential to receive commissions. Mr.
Greer said he would review the document and make any changes that would enhance the
wording. Ms. Polumbus will email a copy of the paper to the Commission before it is
distributed to the artists.

Ms. Harbaugh cautioned that the Commission’s focus is to provide art in the Village for
people to enjoy and she is concerned it could turn into a sales pitch to sell art.

Ms. Polumbus said she believes Mr. Greer’s intent is to point out what is in it for the
artists and also spreading the work to more Colorado artists. She also mentioned that a
juried show might be something to consider in the future.
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Press Release Results

Ms. Broyles has started to receive phone calls after the press release asking for additional
information on the art program. She has referred the callers to the CAFE website and
referred a few of the artists to Ann Polumbus to answer more detailed questions.

Ms. Polumbus said she did speak with some of the artists.

Mr. Smooke suggested if there are questions that we are unable to answer to tell the artist
we are currently taking that matter into consideration and not to let that discourage them
from submitting on the CAFE website.

Mr. Smooke suggested that the Commission should hold onto some of the art
submissions for the new Public Safety building that is currently being constructed.

Ms. Harbaugh suggested that when the building is nearing completion the Commission
should tour the facility and have staff identify where they are going to need to have art
placed.

Mr. Smooke suggested also taking pictures of the areas where art will be displayed.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 9:18 a.m. The next Art
Commission meeting is scheduled for Monday, August 27, 2012.
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
